MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

between the International Contractors Association of Korea and the

Association of Consulting Engineers of Uzbekistan

The International Contractors Association of Korea and the Association of
Consulting Engineers of Uzbekistan (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Parties”) enter into this Memorandum to expand cooperation in the field of

construction and engineering consulting between the two countries as follows.

Article 1 (Purpose)
The purpose of this Memorandum is to enhance collaboration in the field of
construction and engineering consulting between the two countries and support joint

entity to third countries.

Article 2 (Scope of Cooperation)

The Parties jointly collaborate in executing the followings.

1. Mutual exchange of information and support for infrastructure projects, such as
urban development, transportation, and energy, in both countries.

2. Recommendation of eligible member companies for joint participation in prospective
projects in both countries or third countries.

3. Promotion of networking among construction-related personnel between the two
countries.

4. Joint host or support of seminars and briefings to enhance cooperation in project
and information exchange between the two countries.

5. Cooperation on other projects mutually recognized by the Parties.

Article 3 (Effectiveness and Termination)
This MOU is effective from the date of signing. If the party wishes to terminate the
MOU, it should notice the other party with a written notice before 90 days from

termination.



Article 4 (Amendments to the Memorandum)

If either Party wishes to amend the terms of the Memorandum, it shall be made

through mutual consultation.

This MOU is signed in Tashkent on 13th day of June, 2024. This Memorandum has

two original copies, each in Russian and English languages. In case of any dispute.s

regarding interpretation of provisions of this MOU, the English version will prevail.
